The Kenneth Morrison International Fellowships
for Nebraska Educators

The Malaika Foundation is delighted to announce the third annual Kenneth Morrison

International Fellowships for Nebraska Educators. Fellowships will fund 2008
international travel and study for three Nebraska educators. One fellowship will be
awarded to a social studies educator, one to a world language educator and one to an
educator from either discipline.

Three $4,000 fellowships will be awarded for participation in a summer 2008 study
program. In 2006, two educators from Nebraska participated in an exciting three week
summer study trip to Thailand and Cambodia with the AsiaPacificEd program. In 2007,
two Nebraska teachers went to Thailand and Cambodia; and one Nebraska Language
Arts educator spent three weeks in Mexico.

Educators who wish to apply for a Kenneth Morrison International Fellowship should
have a sense of adventure, profound interest in experiencing life in other cultures and a
demonstrated commitment to international education in the classroom.

Fellowship awards will be based on the following overall criteria, described in more detail
on the application form:

1. Does the applicant have a track record of outstanding achievements and success
with students and fellow educators in adding an international, multi-cultural
dimension to the school curriculum?

2. Does the applicant demonstrate specific initiatives that displayed creativity and
innovation in Oopening his or her classroom to the worldO?

3. Does the applicant have strong interest and a commitment to participate in the
Summer Travel Program?

Applications for 2008 Kenneth Morrison International Fellowships should be
received by April 1, 2008 by Ms. Bev Austin; 9637 Firethorn Lane; Lincoln, NE 68520.
All submissions will be carefully reviewed by a selection panel that includes
representatives of the Malaika Foundation, the Nebraska Department of Education, the
Nebraska education community and Mr. Kenneth Morrison or his representative.
Members of the selection panel may visit the schools of applicants who are considered
finalists for a fellowship award. Awards will be announced spring 2007.
